
How to Download & Transfer Library eBooks from OverDrive to a B&N Nook 

I’ll demonstrate by checking out Dear Mr. Henshaw by Beverly Cleary from OverDrive, transferring it to a 
Nook, and returning it. 

To begin, you’ll need to download and install Adobe Digital Editions (ADE) on your computer. OverDrive uses 
Adobe Digital Editions to handle its digital rights management. You should also create a free account when 
prompted so you can authorize your e-reader to be used on multiple computers. 

Step 1:  Check out your book on OverDrive 

Sign into your library’s OverDrive catalog by entering your library barcode.  Once you’ve found the book you 
want to check out, click άadd to eBookbag.έ 

 

Click άProceed to Checkout.έ  And be careful to read the fine print as the eBook will expire and be returned to 
the collection if not properly checked out within 30 minutes.

In the next screen, a drop-down menu will let you specify the length of time you want to check the book out 
for.  Make a selection and then click άConfirm Check Out.έ 

 

Step 2:  Download and Open in Adobe Digital Editions 

You’ve now checked out the eBook!  Now it’s time to download it to ADE.  Click άDownload.έ 

 

 



A File Download box will appear.  Click άOpen.έ 

 

ADE will download the actual eBook and open it on your computer. 

 



Click on the Library icon (where the yellow arrow is pointing to) to return to the library view. This is where 
you’ll transfer the book to the Nook.

Step 3:  Transfer the eBook to your e-reader 

If the Nook isn’t yet connected to the computer, use the USB cable to connect it and turn it on. It should 
appear in ADE’s library page as shown below:

Before reopening ADE, double check that your Nook is on and is displaying the USB connection screen. If

unplug and re-plug it in.  

Now, click on the book you want to transfer and drag it to the Nook as shown below: 

 

Step 4:  Return the eBook from your Nook and computer 

Your library book will expire after the lending period is over and you won’t be able to access it on your Nook 
any more. But if you want to return the eBook before the lending period is over, either so that you can check 
out more or just because you want other people to have access to the eBook, you can also return it just like 
you would a regular book. 

First, plug in your Nook and turn it on. Click the icon in Adobe Digital Editions to view your Nook’s eBook 
library. Click on the little arrow in the upper-left-hand corner of the title image and select άwŜǘǳǊƴ .ƻǊǊƻǿŜŘ 
LǘŜƳέ: 

  

Once the book disappears, click on the ά!ƭƭ LǘŜƳǎέ bookshelf in 
ADE, find the book, and repeat the returning process.  If you go 
to OverDrive, your book should no longer be on your 
eBookshelf either. If it is, go back to ADE and check any of its 
bookshelves for copies of your book.
