by approximately 2%. There have been additional cuts some of our other sourc

of funding. These cutswill impact on our work here at the Hankin Branch and we

have made the following adjustments to allow us to waiikhin the confines of our new budget.
There will be some reduction in the number of books, movies and audiobooks we can purchase. This
lead to an increase in the amount of time you will have to wait for some titles.

We do not have i
funds to replace them. Also, some databases that we have purchased in the past will not be renewed
Thequantity of outside programs we will bable to affordwill be reduced.This will impact some of our
Summer Reading Programd/e havealsoput some building maintenance items on hold.
