The Chester County Library System now offers
wireless Internet access, also known as WiFiorahotspot,
to the public for use with personal laptops and other
mobile devices. Access is available in all public areas
of the Library.

Wireless access is unsecured. The public’s use of this
service is governed by the Library System’s

. Connections are filtered to
comply with federal law.

WIRELESS FAQs

To access the Library’s wireless network, you need a
laptop (or suitable PDA or other portable device)
equipped with an 802.11b/g compatible wireless card.
Some portable devices have wireless cards built-in,
while others may require you to purchase a compatible
card to plug into it.

Installation of the card and its associated software
will vary depending with the specific device, card
and operating system. Library staff cannot assist you
in making changes to the device’s network settings
or hardware configuration, nor can the Library provide
network cards for your use.

In most cases, you should be able to connect by simply
scanning for the network and opening up a browser to
start surfing. Details on configuring your portable device
for wireless use may vary depending upon the model,
operating system and wireless card. For specific
information on how to configure or troubleshoot your
wireless connection, you will need to refer to your
device’s documentation.

To print, bring your own printer. Library printers cannot be
accessed via the wireless network.

Wireless communications are not secure. Informed,
cautious wireless users will avoid transmitting credit
card or other sensitive personal information through
wireless connections. All users of wireless should have
up-to-date virus protection on their laptop computers
or wireless devices to assist in protecting them from
harm.

Yes, access to both the Library catalog and electronic
databases are available through the Library System’s
website,

Library staff cannot provide any technical assistance in
configuring your portable device or troubleshooting
wireless access problems. There is no guarantee that
your wireless device will work with the network.
